Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
We are delighted to announce that Year 6 will be visiting the village of Eyam on Monday 23rd March as part 
of our ‘Eyam and the Plague’ topic. Throughout this visit, we will be exploring what life was like in the village 
of Eyam during the plague, visiting some real-life historical sites such as the plague cottages and having a 
talk in Eyam Church.
